I wish to object to the proposal to demolish the Becconsall Pub in the strongest possible terms on the following grounds:

NON-CONFORMING/UNNEIGHBOURLY

 

RRN02 : The proposal would be detrimental to the amenity of the adjoining residential properties and of the area in general.

 

RRN06 : The proposed development would result in an over-intensification of use of the site leading to loss of amenity to adjacent houses and to the area generally.

 

VISUAL

 

RRV02 : The proposed development would detract from the character of this residential area.

 

RRV08 : The proposed development would necessitate an unacceptable loss of trees protected by a Tree Preservation Order to the detriment of the visual amenity of the area.

I would also like to raise my concerns with regard to the possible loss of what is regarded by the settlements of Tarleton & Hesketh Bank as a Landmark building and which is highly valued as a part of our joint communities. 
The loss of such a significant building would have a detrimental effect on the visual amenity of the area especially when viewed within the context of recent high quality development and street layout adjacent to the new Booths supermarket. Any major Planning proposal within this area should only be carried out with the utmost attention to design detail with maximum input from the community in terms of quality consultation to allow time for alternative use/schemes to develop.

I wish to exhort West Lancashire Borough Council to do everything within its power in order to protect this landmark building and the site which contains it as a valued asset by the wider community.
